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SINGAPORE MATH

Mathematics in grades K-5 is taught with a heavy
reliance on manipulatives: physical representations of
numbers.

Singapore math helps students move from the physical,
concrete objects, to a pictorial representation of
numbers, and finally on the abstract symbols and
algorithms for operating on these symbols.

We do this not only to aid their understanding, but also
to emphasize that mathematics is grounded in the real.
